Notes

The PFWA MVP, Offensive Player of the Year, Defensive Player of the Year, Offensive Rookie of the Year, Defensive Rookie of the Year,
Comeback Player of the Year and Coach of the Year were presented from 1992-2012, the Executive of the Year and the Assistant Coach of the
Year were presented from 1993-2012 and the Most Improved Player of the Year was presented from 2000-12 in conjunction with Pro Football
Weekly. The Rookie of the Year award was presented in 1966, 1375-91 and yearly since 2013.

The PFWA presented AFL and NFL Coach of the Year awards from 1967-69 and AFC and NFC Coach of the Year awards from 1970-89, with
the exception of 1977.

The PFWA selected its’ first All-NFL team in 1966. After a one-year break in 1967, the PFWA selected a combined All-AFL/NFL Team in
1968-69 and a All-NFL team from 1970-present. The PFWA selected a first and second team from 1968-76. The PFWA's All-NFL teams were
presented in conjunction with Pro Football Weekly from 1992-2012.

The PFWA has selected an All-AFC and All-NFC team continuously since 1992. The PFWA's All-Conference teams were presented in conjunc-
tion with Pro Football Weekly from 1992-2012.

The PFWA has selected an All-Rookie team continuously since 1974. The PFWA selected a first and second team in 1976. The PFWA's
All-Rookie teams were presented in conjunction with Pro Football Weekly from 1992-2012.
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ABOUT THE PFWA

In its 61st season in 2024, the Professional Football Writers of America (PFWA) is the official voice
of pro football writers, promoting and fighting for access to NFL personnel to best serve the public. The
PFWA is made up of accredited writers who cover the NFL and the 32 teams daily.

Calvin Watkins of the Dallas Morning News is the PFWA president for the 2023-24 seasons and the or-
ganization’s 31st president. Nicki Jhabvala of the Washington Post is the PFWA's first vice-president.
Michael-Shawn Dugar of The Athletic is the second vice-president and Mike Sando of The Athletic is
the secretary-treasurer. At-large board members include The Athletic’s Mike Jones, ESPN.com’s Jeff
Legwold, Joe Reedy of the Associated Press and ProFootballTalk.com’s Charean Williams.

The PFWA has established local chapters in each NFL market to assist members, monitor each club’s adherence to the NFL Media
Access Policy and increase PFWA membership by qualified media personnel. Each chapter’s executives work with their local club’s
public relations staff and communicates with PFWA officers on issues relating to coverage, all in an effort to fulfill the PFWA’s mis-
sion statement to promote and fight for access to NFL personnel to best serve the public.

The PFWA works with the NFL each year to assign pool reporters in every market, who may visit the officials locker room following
games to make inquiries about rule interpretations for distribution to all media.

Each year in January, members select the PFWA's On-Field Awards: All-NFL, All-AFC/NFC and All-Rookie teams along with individu-
al awards for Most Valuable Player, Offensive and Defensive Players of the Year, Rookie of the Year, Offensive and Defensive Rookies
of the Year, Comeback Player of the Year, Most Improved Player of the Year, Coach of the Year, Executive of the Year and Assistant
Coach of the Year. The PFWA On-Field Awards are announced during the week of the AFC and NFC Championship Games.

In the spring, members nominate and vote for the Off-Field Awards: Good Guy Award (NFL player for his qualities and style in help-
ing pro football writers do their jobs), George Halas Award (NFL player, coach or staff member who overcomes the most adversity
to succeed), Jack Horrigan Award (league or club official for his or her qualities and style in helping the pro football writers do their
job), Bill Nunn Jr. Award (reporter who has made a long and distinguished contribution to pro football through coverage), Terez A.
Paylor Emerging Writer Award (rising star in pro football writing), Pete Rozelle Award (NFL club PR staff that consistently strives
for excellence in its dealings and relationships with the media) and the Paul “Dr. Z” Zimmerman Award (lifetime achievement as an
assistant coach in the NFL) The Off-Field Awards are announced prior to clubs finishing their spring OTAs.

The PFWA also conducts the Dick Connor Writing Awards, which honors the best writing by members in beat reporting, columns,
features, enterprise news/features, breaking news, and game stories by members. The Connor Awards, which span the period after
the Super Bowl and continues through the following year’'s Super Bowl, are announced during the preseason each year. Beginning
in 2019, the Connor Award categories were named for some of the renowned pro football writers who chronicled the NFL over the
league’s first 100 seasons: the Bob Oates Beat Reporting Award (Los Angeles Times reporter and the PFWA’s 1974 Bill Nunn |Jr.
Award winner), the Dave Anderson Column Writing Award (New York Times' Pulitzer Prize-winning columnist and the 1998 Nunn
Award honoree), the Bryan Burwell Feature Writing Award (St. Louis Post-Dispatch and New York Daily News writer and columnist),
the Lesley Visser Enterprise News/Features Award (pioneering football writer who became the NFL's first female beat reporter in
1976 at the Boston Globe and who later worked for CBS), the Will McDonough Breaking News Award (Boston Globe reporter and
columnist who went on to a decorated career in TV journalism and the 1990 Nunn Award winner) and the Dave Goldberg Game Story
Award (41-year Associated Press reporter and 2015 Nunn Award honoree).

The Art Rooney Scholarship is awarded each year to a child of a PFWA member who is entering his or her freshman year of college.
Applications for the Rooney Scholarship are available in early summer each year from the PFWA for children who graduated high
school in the spring. The winner is announced at the PFWA’s Annual Meeting during Super Bowl week.

The PFWA (originally established as the Pro Football Writers Association of America or PFWAA) was founded December 28, 1963 in
Chicago, and George Strickler of the Chicago Tribune was elected as the organization’s first president. The PFWA selected its’ first
All-NFL team in 1966, an All-AFL/NFL team in 1968-69 and again an All-NFL team each season since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger. The
PFWA has selected All-AFC/NFC teams since 1992 and an All-Rookie Team since 1974. The PFWA first gave a NFL MVP and Rookie
of the Year award in 1966, and after a hiatus from 1967-74, the group has selected an MVP and Rookie of the Year each year since
1975. The oldest of the Off-Field Awards selected by the membership are the Halas Award and the Nunn Award (which is presented
to the honoree during each year's Pro Football Hall of Fame Enshrinement Ceremony in Canton, Ohio), which each date back to 1969.

GEORGE HALAS AWARD

The PFWA's George Halas Award is given to a NFL
player, coach or staff member who overcomes the
most adversity to succeed.

The award is named for Halas, a charter member
(1963) of the Pro Football Hall of Fame, who was
associated with the Chicago Bears and NFL from
their inception in 1920 until his death in 1983 as
an owner, manager, player and promoter.

Halas represented the Bears, then known as the Decatur Staleys, at the
Sept. 17, 1920 organizational meeting of the American Football Asso-
ciation in Canton, Ohio. One year later, the AFA became known as the
National Football League.

Halas’ teams won six NFL titles in his 40 seasons as the Bears’ coach.
His 318 regular-season wins and 324 total victories were long-standing
NFL records until broken by Don Shula in 1993.

HORRIGAN AWARD

The PFWA'’s Horrigan Award
is given to the league or club
official for his or her quali-
ties and professional style in
helping the pro football writ-
ers do their job. In 2022, the
PFWA honored the Horrigan
family — father Jack and son
Joe — for their contributions
in assisting writers over the
decades in several roles by renaming the original Jack Horrigan Award
(1973-2021) to the Horrigan Award.

Jack Horrigan served in the Navy in World War II, and after the war, he
was a sportswriter for United Press International and the Buffalo Eve-
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ning News, publicity director for the AHL's Buffalo Bisons, public re-
lations director for the American Football League (1963-66) and vice
president of public relations for the Buffalo Bills (1966-73) He was the
co-author of “The Other League: The Fabulous Story of the American
Football League”.

Regarded as the foremost historian on pro football, Joe Horrigan served
in a variety of executive positions in his first 42 years at the Pro Foot-
ball Hall of Fame. He began his career at the museum as a curator/re-
searcherin June 1977, and he was promoted to VP, communications and
exhibits in 1996. He was the Hall of Fame's EVP of museums, selection
process and chief communications officer from 2014-17 before serving
as executive director (2017-19). After retiring in 2019, he returned to the
HOF in 2021 as a senior advisor.

BILL NUNN JR. AWARD

The PFWA's Bill Nunn Jr. Award is given to a report-
er who has made a long and distinguished contri-
bution to pro football through coverage.

The award is named for Nunn, who prior to his Hall
of Fame scouting career with the Pittsburgh Steel-
ers, worked for 22 years at the Pittsburgh Couri-
er, one of the most influential Black publications
in the United States as a sports writer, and later,
sports editor and managing editor.

Nunn, who started with the Courier as a sports writer in 1948, regular-
ly covered HBCU events and athletes. He compiled the definitive Black
College All-America team for the Courier starting in 1950. In 1952, he
became the sports editor, and he was the paper's managing editor when
the Steelers hired him as a part-time scout in 1966. Nunn became the
Steelers’ assistant director of player personnel in 1970, and he stayed
with the organization as a scout and personnel executive until his death
in 2014. He helped build the Steelers’ dynasty of the 1970s, and the
organization won six Super Bowls during his tenure. He also continued
to write his “Change of Pace” column for the Courierwell into the 1970s.

Nunn was an inaugural inductee into the Black College Football Hall of
Fame in 2011, and he was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame
as a contributor in 2021.

The Nunn Award is presented yearly during the Pro Football Hall of Fame
Enshrinement Festival weekend in Canton, Ohio.

TEREZ A. PAYLOR EMERGING WRITER AWARD

The PFWA's Terez A. Paylor Emerging Writer
Award recognizes a young NFL writer\who carries
on the legacy of Paylor through his or her work eth-
ic, professionalism, and dedication to the craft and
commitment to improving diversity in NFL media.
Paylor, the former Yahoo! Sports and Kansas City
Star football writer, passed away in February 2021
at the age of 37.

Paylor joined the Kansas City Star after graduating
from Howard University in 2006, and he took over the Kansas City Chiefs
beat in 2013. He joined Yahoo! Sports in 2018 as a senior writer to cover
the league on a national level. He was one of 48 members of the Pro
Football Hall of Fame’s Selection Committee, and he was a member of
the PFWA and National Association of Black Journalists.

Paylor epitomized what it meant to be a football writer: He loved the
game and the grind, he built and maintained countless relationships
across the NFL and he was a tremendous friend and mentor to so many
of his fellow reporters. His love for football shined through both in his
reporting, preparation and writing. He was ambitious, relentless and
carried himself with the utmost character. He stood on his convictions

and remained undaunted by challenges, and he carried himself with the
perfect blend of humility and confidence.

PETE ROZELLE AWARD

The PFWA's Pete Rozelle Award is given to the NFL
club public relations staff that consistently strives
for excellence in its dealings and relationships with
the media.

Rozelle, NFL commissioner from 1960-89, start-
ed his distinguished career in sports PR roles as a
student at both Compton (Calif.) Junior College and
the University of San Francisco.

After two more years as USF's assistant athletic director after gradua-
tion, he broke into the NFL as the PR director of the Los Angeles Rams
from 1952-55.

Rozelle used his PR principles as commissioner to build relationships
with the media during a period of unprecedented growth and challenge
for the league.

PAUL “DR. Z” ZIMMERMAN AWARD

The PFWA'’s Paul “Dr. 2" Zimmerman Award given
for lifetime achievement as an assistant coach in
the NFL. The award is named for Zimmerman, who
covered the NFL for 29 years as Sports lllustrated
lead pro football writer.

Zimmerman's writing career was cut short by a se-
ries of strokes in November 2008 that left him un-
able to speak, read and write. But his impact on the
writing and football industries was profound. He's
widely considered one of the best football writers of all time, and his
1970 “A Thinking Man’s Guide to Pro Football” and revised 1984 “The
New Thinking Man’s Guide to Pro Football” are textbooks to this day
for young football writers trying to learn the game and trying to learn to
write about the game.

As a 15-year-old, Zimmerman sparred with Ernest Hemingway in a
Manhattan gym. He broke his nose four times as an offensive lineman in
high school (Horace Mann High in the Bronx, N.Y.), at two colleges (Stan-
ford and Columbia) and for his Army team (the Western Area Command
Rhinos, in Germany). He also played semi-professionally in New Jersey
for the Paterson Pioneers and the Morristown Colonials.

Before joining Sl in 1979, Zimmerman worked for the Sacramento Bee,
New York Journal-American and the New York World-Telegram & Sun,
and he spent 13 years at the New York Post, where he covered pro foot-
ball and three Olympic Games. He was one of the few journalists to get
close to the Israeli compound during the 1972 hostage-taking in Munich;
he bucked two lines of security guards and took a rifle butt to the head.

He served as the 10th president of the Pro Football Writers of America
during the 1982 season. He received the PFWA's highest honor, the Bill
Nunn Jr. Award, in 1996 for a long and distinguished contribution to pro
football through coverage.
